Two ways of proving that directing these to other than Allaah is
kufr:

(1) GENERAL : This consists of two parts (a) a text that
provides evidence that this affair is from the affairs of
`ibaadah (b) once that is established, then the general
evidences (72:18, 40:60, 23:117) are used to show that
directing that specific type of `ibaadah is Shirk

(2) SP ECIF IC : That every one of these acts of worship has its
own specific evidence that establishes that directing it to other
than Allaah is Shirk, and that it is obligatory to single it out for
Allaah.
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
